Attached to the International Criminal Court in The Hague,
Netherlands, as a Psycho-social Gender Victims Expert,
Danica articulates the raw expressions and first person
stories (Bearing Witness)from her f i el d w
conflict zones, Bosnia“s
years old civil war in Sri Lanka where she closely worked
with Samasevya (Red Cross) as a principal practice to
extinguish intergenerational hatred.

In the oral presentation about many women across the globe
includes the Bosnian war refugee Rasema, a war widow with
two sons killed in the Bosnian conflict.

1 Intergeneration hatred- learned behaviors often done
in intensive learning dynamics such as our complex
adaptive systems of life from the psychosocial to the
cellular-genomic (the psycho-biological expression
of genes). Being traumatized is a potent heightened
learning exposing cellular-genomic process towards
long term molecular memory; intergenerational
hatred Ernest L. Rossi and Newston have
documented affects the psychology and biology of
the individual. For example, many argue that the war
in Iraq is breeding more terrorists. A second
example is how many women are on the frontlines
and how their homes and wombs have become
tombs; perpetual and intergenerational victims.
South Slavs have experienced three wars in one
hundred years inscribing intergenerational hatred

Bearing witness to
how the female gender is the battlegrounds for wars, violence (domestic, sexual
and physical abuse) and disasters to include disease presents how the female
gender can also be the major resource in national & international policies and
planning.
